Universities in India have fairly good libraries developed over the years. Due
to the technological innovation, lot of changes occurred in day today activities of
human being. Libraries are not an exception. Drastic cut in funding, devaluation of
currency, user expectations, initiatives from government and other organizations are
various reasons for libraries to embark on available information technology. These
technological innovations lead to library automation, library cooperation, library
networking, resource sharing, use of Internet in the libraries, electronic access to
scholarly journals, access to other library catalogues through union catalogues etc.

Most of the libraries have traditionally tried to own resources as much as
possible, because owning an item provides faster access to patrons than waiting to
borrow or purchases on demand. However, the increased cost of maintaining a
collection of primary sources and the increased demand for information has resulted
in a shift of emphasis from that of ownership to access. In the present situation, as
the academic libraries in India have been largely affected by the financial constraints
in which resource acquisition has been restricted. Most university libraries are ill-
equipped to satisfy user needs within their resources with exponential rise in
information. Libraries are unable to continue subscription to many publications due
to price escalation and high foreign exchange rates. At the same time there is a
conscious duplication of costly library holdings in the absence of convenient sharing
mechanism. Scholars in remote areas feel mentally isolated. It is also impossible to
fund all libraries to make them self-sufficient to meet the resource requirement are
some of the challenges facing the academic libraries.
